Subject: “95" dialing between Private Operators” and BSNL network.

Please refer to this office letter of even number dated 22 March 2005 on
the above subject wherein it was intimated that handover of calls by dialing *95 +
STD Code + subscriber number” by private operators to BSNL network and vice-
versa is not permissible.

2. The issue has been re-examined and it has now been decided to extend 95"
dialing facility between BSNL and private operators’ network for inter SDCA
intra-circle calls only (within licensed service area). BSNL subscribers shall now
be permitted to access private operators” basic service network from one SDCA to
another SDCA within the Licensed Service Area by dialing 95 + STD Code +
subscriber number’. Similarly, calls from private operators’ basic service network
{0 BSNL network by dialing ‘95 + STD Code + subscriber number shall also be
pormissible. Further, the handover of such ‘95" calls by BSNL and private
operators 1o cach other at the POI shall be as ‘95 + Area Code + Subscriber
number’. However, the metering pulse rate shall remain unaltered.
